Fairness is about freating people equally, and we all want life to be fair. How can
we be fair to other people?
“There are many ways fo be fair. One way is to give everyone the same

resources and opportunities. For example, when you are distributing four cookies
o two children, how many will you give each? The most common answer is “fwo”
“(if, because, when ) each child can get the same number of cookies. ' What will
you do if there are five cookies? If you give the extra cookie to one child, it will

seem unfair. So you will probably break the cookie into two pieces and give one to
each child.

Another way to be fair is to give each person the exact resources and
opportunities they need. Here are two pictures that explain if.

In the first picture, “ ( box / person / one / each / given / is ) to watch a baseball

game. Everyone gefs the same number of boxes. However, the result is not the
same. The child on the right cannot see the game with just one box.
