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Bus Boycott
He led the people of Montgomery in a fight for justice. They fought in a peaceful way.
People stopped riding city buses. Some walked to work and school. Others shared cars.

Many people supported the Bus Boycott, even some white people.

Their fight lasted for more than a year. Finally, on December 21, 1956, the law was
changed. Everyone was free to sit anywhere on the bus.

This success was only the beginning. It gave courage and hope to others.

I Have a Dream
In 1963, over 200,000 people joined the March on Washington to support justice for all.

Dr. King made a great speech from the steps of the Lincoln Memorial.

‘T have a dream that my four little children will one day live in a nation where they

will not be judged by the color of their skin but by the content of their character. I have

a dream today.
I have a dream that one day..little black boys and black girls will be able to join hands

with little white boys and white girls as sisters and brothers. I have a dream today.”
